The purpose of this policy bulletin is to provide staff with information 
regarding the New York State Nutrition Improvement Project 
(NYSNIP). NYSNIP is a demonstration project seeking to make it 
easier for single Supplemental Social Security (SSI) recipients who 
live alone to get and continue to receive Food Stamp (FS) benefits. 

  
Note: These individuals 
are not required to 
submit a FS Benefits  
Application (LDSS-4826) 
for benefits. Also, they 
will use their NYS 
Benefits ID card and 
Personal ID number 
(PIN) in order to  
purchase food. 

As part of the NYSNIP project, the State will automatically create and 
activate FS cases for single individuals who live alone and are in 
receipt of or have been approved to receive SSI benefits. It is 
estimated that in New York City (NYC) there are between 65,000 to 
150,000 single SSI individuals who are living alone and are not in 
receipt of FS. 
 
The first batch of NYSNIP cases (9,100) are scheduled to be 
activated effective July 1, 2004. These will appear in the Food Stamp 
Center F15 roster.  In addition to the CNS notice which will be sent to 
these recipients explaining the program and FS benefit, the State 
has included in this mailing an attachment, the New York State 
Nutrition Improvement Project (NYSNIP) Frequently Asked 
Questions (New York City), which will provide more detailed 
information regarding this new initiative.
