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EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS

Program Types:

Universal Pre-Kindergarten (UPK)

Universal Pre-Kindergarten is New York City’s comprehensive prekindergarten program that
provides young children with nurturing environments and educational experiences designed to
promote social, emotional, physical and creative expression and cognitive development. Universal
Pre-Kindergarten is designed to provide all preschool children with an opportunity to engage in an
educational experience prior to entering kindergarten. Your address usually determines the school
that your child will attend. As a parent of a prekindergarten child, you may choose either a public
school or contracted community-based organization that provides Uniyersal Pre-Kindergarten
(UPK) services. To find out where your child’s zoned school is locatéd, you can call 311 and
give them your address.

Age: If your child will be four years old by December 31, 2004, your child meets the’age
requirements for Universal Pre-Kindergarten.

Head Start

Head Start is a federally funded comprehensive child development program, which serves
children from three to five and their families. Head Start offers activities and educational programs
for preschool-age children to prepare them for schoahandthelp them succeed later in life. Head
Start is a family-center program located rightiin, your neighborhood and it’s free! Doesn’t your child
deserve a Head Start?
