The Office of Child Care will mail the W-700J brochure, a letter (W-
700J [Insert]), and a back to school flyer (W-700N) to
parents/guardians in compliance with engagement activities with
school-age children. The letter instructs parents/guardians to make
child care arrangements for the days school is not in session. The
flyer assists parent/guardians in finding reliable after-school child
care.

The W-700J brochure will also be available in Job Center waiting
areas.
