The purpose of this policy bulletin is to inform staff regarding the 
revision to the Congratulations On Your Job (W-560D) form. 

 In the “Food Stamp Benefits” section, participants whose public 
assistance case is closing for employment reasons will be informed 
that an automated determination for continued Food Stamp Benefits 
will be done. The section also informs participants that a notice will be 
mailed stating that if found eligible, either a new Non-Public 
Assistance Food Stamp (NPA FS) case will be established or the 
Food Stamp Benefits will continue under the existing Public 
Assistance case number.  

  
 The telephone number 311 is provided to assist any participant who 

needs further information regarding Food Stamp Benefits or help 
locating the nearest NPA FS Center.  

  
 Location heads must ensure JOS/Workers have a supply of these 

forms to give to participants whose cases are closing due to 
employment and that all previous versions of the W-560D are 
recycled.
