This policy bulletin is to inform staff that, as a result of the settlement 
of the Acevedo lawsuit, two notices (EXP-76M and EXP-76N) have 
been developed for a future mass mailing going out to those public 
assistance participants whose cases were or have been sanctioned 
on or after January 1, 2000 because of noncompliance with 
requirements of the Office of Child Support Enforcement (OCSE).  
 

 • EXP-76M, which will be sent to participants whose cases are still 
in sanction status, provides the telephone numbers of the OCSE 
Borough Offices that they can contact if they want to cooperate 
with the requirements of OCSE in order to lift the case sanction. 

 
 • EXP-76N will be sent to households who were sanctioned on or 

after January 1, 2000 but are no longer under sanction status. 
 

 • Both notices inform participants that they have a right to appeal 
the Human Resources Administration (HRA) decision on their 
cases and they have sixty (60) days from the date of the notice to 
request a Fair Hearing.

The online website 
address for the Office of Temporary and Disability Assistance and 
toll-free telephone number (800) 342-3334 have been added to 
the "Conference and Fair Hearing Information" section on the 
reverse side of the forms.
