and Degrees form (FIA-10649) is an overview of the
differences between certificates, associate degrees, and
bachelor’s degrees.

e The What You Should Know: Financial Aid form (FIA-1064h)
is an overview of the types of financial aid, including:
grants/scholarships, federal loans, private loans, and work
study.

e The What You Should Know: FAFSA form (FIA-1064i) is an
overview of the application process for the Free Application
for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
